BACKGROUND 
The Independent Commission for Sustainable Equality has released a policy report which issues a forceful call 
to action for a radically different Europe, detailed across over 100 policy proposals to be pursued by 
progressive forces during the next term from 2019 to 2024, and embedded in a radically different approach to 
European governance built on a new Sustainable Development Pact. The Independent Commission calls on 
socialist and social democratic parties, and on progressive forces at large, to engage in favour of this radical 
agenda, as a matter of urgency.
